THE “GOOD NEWS”--THE GOSPEL OF SALVATION
The Bible tells us that you and I were born into the world a lawbreaker, alienated from God...

As evidenced by Jesus’
resurrection, God accepted Jesus’ death as an overwhelmingly sufficient payment for yours and
my sin—a fulfillment of the requirement of God’s holy law.

Our response is to receive Christ’s live giving death and resurrection as our own; through the
gift of faith from the Son of God who loved us and gave himself for us.'

Confess with your mouth and be saved... I believe that when Jesus died on the cross, he died
in my place for my sins and the sin of the world. Irest in the fact that he alone has saved me
from the judgment on my sin. In Him, my resurrected Savior, I now have a perfection that is not
my own, but is counted as mine because I trust Him. Because of what Christ has done I know
that I will enjoy life with God both now and forever in heaven... For the wages of sin is death,
but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord."
